Background

Sunday 29 April 2018 was a great grace for our Church and Nations as Catholics turned out in force to pray the Rosary on the Coast for Faith, Life and Peace in the British Isles. Rosary on the Coast was a sign of hope for the spiritual renewal of our Isles, and for supernatural solutions to the difficulties we face personally, in our families, as a Church, as the British Isles and globally.
We were all caught up in something greater than ourselves and became instruments of our Blessed Mother for Heaven’s purposes. We were part of such a mighty movement of prayer. We trust that in God’s time His intervention will be manifest in the hearts of the peoples of our Isles. We gathered sensing an inspiration from Our Lady herself, who reminds us that: More is obtained with one day of intense prayer that with years of continuous discussions. 

Rosary under the Cross in the British Isles for Faith, Life and Peace
The Holy Spirit is inspiring other nations to Rosary Coast to Coast on Sunday 7 October. We in the British Isles are to be in solidarity with this with our Rosary under the Cross. We will gather in the silence of Mary and kneel under the Cross-and with Mary embrace the Cross of Christ in our times and plead for God’s Mercy. God’s Mercy will again flow when we Repent - " This is the time of fulfilment. The kingdom of Heaven is at hand. Repent and believe in the Gospel!" Mk 1v15  
We asked first asked to repent
The Church is persecuted; God’s Commandments and the Moral Law are ignored as irrelevant, with countries passing laws in contradiction to God’s laws.  The Church needs spiritual power to confront the serious challenges to faith arising from social change and secularization. The antidote to all this is the Rosary, repentance, penance and reparation. This is the Peace Plan, which Our Blessed Lady gave in Fatima along with Consecration to her Immaculate Heart.
Thus we have the abortion referendum result in Ireland following the tragedy of fifty years of a culture of death in the United Kingdom from the Abortion Act 1967.  The Church needs to fall on its knees before the Cross in confession of sin. Our repentance and reparation can calm the chaos all around
God the Father speaks to us in these eternal and timely words:  If my people who bear my name humble themselves, and pray and seek my presence and turn from their wicked ways, I myself will hear from heaven and forgive their sins and restore their land’. (2 Chron. 7v14)

God’s mercy and grace will follow 
The call to repentance must be ongoing and involve bishops, priests, religious and laity. The Lord needs to see us come before him in sackcloth and ashes. 

Pope St. John Paul II encourages us:  In the face of such a tragedy we cannot remain indifferent; we cannot sleep. We must, in fact, watch and pray, like the Lord Jesus in the Garden of Olives, when he took upon himself our sins even to the point of sweating blood (cf. Lk. 22:44). Indeed Christ, ‘is in agony even to the end of the world” (Pascal, Pensees, 736). And we desire to accompany him, tonight, by watching and by praying.”  Our Rosary under the Cross is reparation as apostolic cooperation with JESUS in the salvation of the world. Our honest confession of sin and reparation will bring great consolation to the Heart of Jesus.

The Nations join in PRAYER
On the Feast of the Holy Rosary, Sunday 7 October we host our Rosary under the Cross in the British Isles for Faith, Life and Peace to join in prayer with other Nations in their Rosary Coast to Coast events. 
This is reminiscent of Pope Pius V’s Holy League of Nations and his call to pray the Rosary for victory in the Battle of Lepanto 1571.  There the greatly outnumbered Holy League was victorious against the Muslim invasion of Europe and led the Pope to establish the Feast of Our Lady of Victory, later the Feast of Our Lady of the Rosary!
In 1884 Pope Leo XIII had a vision of an unleashing of Satan’s power for one hundred years, which inspired his Prayer to St. Michael the Archangel.  In the same year a girl named Fortuna Agrelli had an apparition of the Blessed Virgin Mary with a special devotion: Whoever desires to obtain favours from me should make three novenas of the prayers of the Rosary, and three novenas in thanksgiving, known as the Fifty-Four Day Rosary Novena.  In the year that the unleashing of Satan was revealed Heaven provided the spiritual weapons of the Prayer to St. Michael and the Rosary Novena! 
On the occasion of the National Great Pilgrimage of the Cross and the Consecration of England and Wales to the Immaculate Heart of Mary, 16 July 1948, Cardinal Griffin said, prophetically: We want to win back the world to Christ and we want to do it God’s way and not our own. Our divine Lord came to the world through a human Mother and it is through that same Mother that the world will return to Him.  
 What to do on October 7th 2018!
 Suggested Spiritual Preparation
The 54-day Rosary Novena Spiritual preparation begins on Wednesday August 15th the Feast of the Assumption.  You are invited to pray your daily Rosary with great fervour in Reparation for your own sins, the sins of your family and for the sins of the nations of the British Isles.

In the silence of Mary let us gather and kneel under the Cross of Christ and with Mary embrace the Cross of our times, console Jesus crucified and plead for God’s Mercy.

 Sunday Mass in the morning.
 Display a CROSS (large or small) in the center of your chosen venue for you to gather around.

Make opportunity for the Sacrament of Confession

 2.30/2.45pm Gather in penitential SILENCE before the Cross, in your Parish Church or other venue.
 3pm Pray the Sorrowful Mysteries of the Rosary in Reparation for your own sins and the sins of Families, Parishes, Church, Communities and Nation. (Meditations would be pre prepared by us)
 The power of the Holy Rosary: St. Louis Marie de Montfort.

 In Scotland - Invocation of Litany of Our Lady of Scotland, Scottish Saints and Martyrs and the prayer for Scotland
 In the various Isles - Invocation of local Litany of Our Lady, local Saints and Martyrs etc along with the above.

 3.45pm –Pray the prayer of Confession of the Prophet Daniel followed by solemn, silent time of prayer before the Cross, in repentance and in reparation for the sins of Nations. A time to kneel, to place our heads on the ground, to bow before the Lord and confess, lament, acknowledge and apologize for our sins as Nations and as a Church. 
 Hymn – Who Can Sound the Depths of Sorrow in the Father Heart of God or other such hymn.
 4pm After 5 minutes of total silence– Priest to lead the solemn National Act of Prayer of Repentance – This will be sent you
 4.15pm Lift High the Cross & Solemn Silent Procession with the Holy Cross either inside or outside around your Church/Shrine/Venue
 Hymn - God of Mercy & Compassion
 If possible - Short time of Adoration followed by Benediction in your local Church
 4.30pm Finish
